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SUMMARY

As in previous years, RLG staff was pleased to continue working closely with CERL staff, committee members, and file contributors to add new files and updates to the Hand Press Book database (HPB).  

RLG participated in the CERL Advisory Task Group, Executive Committee, and Annual General meetings, answered queries, and responded to the needs of CERL member users of HPB.  We also served both CERL members and subscribers to HPB with account management, search assistance, and training.  

At present there are 26 subscribers to HPB, and among these are library consortia that provide access to more than 30 additional institutions. 24 institutions also accessed HPB in 2005 on a per-search option.  

As in past years, the RLG Information Center set up accounts for CERL member institutions to provide reading room access based on IP addresses, enabled communication between RLG’s Z39.50 server and individual CERL member client software, as well as responded to inquiries regarding HPB and CERL from libraries, scholars, and booksellers.  

RLG publicized HPB at professional conferences, via promotional literature, by providing demonstrations in Europe and North America, as well as monitoring trial access to the file.     

The majority of RLG systems development staff has been working on the migration of the RLG databases to the new infrastructure.  This work is continuing as the system is tuned for better performance.

● Trials for prospective subscribers

RLG provided a successful free trial to the University of Arizona.  As a result, they became a subscriber this year.

● Training by existing subscribers

● Eureka enhancements

In May 2005

· HPB was migrated to the new system. Because of new platform, the keyword index has been enhanced to search more words from expanded fields.  

In August 2005 

· You can now search for a phrase within a bibliographic citation. Enclose your phrase in double quotation marks " " to find multiple words that are directly adjacent to one another in a specified order. Phrase searching will assist in locating desired results in Keyword, Title Word, Subject Word, and Abstract Word where applicable. 

· Eureka also offers direct export into the most popular bibliographic management software: RefWorks, EndNote, ProCite, and Reference Manager. Select which bibliographic software you are using from the Preferences link. From that point forth, simply click Export to bibliographic software to export your citations

· Eureka works seamlessly with an institution’s metasearch software.  

In October 2005

· The limit to any MARC tag was restored 

· Eureka is now compatible with OpenURL 1.0.

● RLG Union Catalog enhancements

· The new gateway-to-holdings link in Brief and Full displays allows users to view up-to-the-minute holdings and availability information in local systems. 

· In the Advanced Search box, the Publisher index is now available.

Eureka enhancements

Administrator’s Module

RLG plans to release an administrator’s module for librarians to use with their Eureka subscriptions during the first half of 2006.  This will allow an administrator at a library to adjust settings for their own subscriptions, including access control, Eureka preferences settings, and reports.

Cross-file searching

RLG is exploring the possibility of adding a cross-file searching capability.
